WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO CALL ONESELF A ñCHRISTIANò? 

 During this yearôs Octave (ñeight daysò) of Prayer for the Unity of 

Christians, I thought I would share some thoughts with you about the name 

and reality of ñChristian.ò While it may seem a no-brainer, it has widely dif-

ferent meanings to many people, Christians and non-Christians alike. What 

does it mean to be a Christian? Who is a Christian? How do we know what 

being a Christian really is? 

 We know that already from the Acts of the Apostles, the disciples of 

Jesus were first called ñChristiansò at Antioch (11:26). First of all, then, a 

Christian is a disciple of Jesus Christ, and a disciple is one who has come to 

believe on his or her own that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God (see Mat-

thew 16:15-16). A ñdiscipleò is a ñlearner,ò a student of the Master, and fol-

lows the Master wherever he goes, and embracing his teachings as oneôs 

own. That faith then impacts oneôs life in such a way that oneôs whole life is 

seen in that light from now on, moving the true believer to say: ñLord, to 

whom shall we go? You alone have the words of everlasting lifeò (John 

6:69). A disciple, then, is one who purposefully and intently seeks to do 

Godôs will rather than oneôs own. 

People can call themselves anything they want: Napoleon reincar-

nated, a space alien, anything they want, but that doesnôt mean they are 

what they think they are. Someone once said that sitting in church doesnôt 

make you a Christian any more than sitting in a chicken coop makes you a 

chicken. We donôt make up Christianity as we go along, or pick and choose 

what we will believe and what we will reject of what Christôs message and 

work are: ñHeaven and earth will pass away, but my words will not pass 

awayò (Luke 21:33). Christianity ï the authentic Christian message ï is re-

ceived from previous generations of Christians, as St. Paul himself affirmed 

about himself: ñI have received from the Lord what I have also passed on to 

youò (see I Corinthians 11:23), and concerning the faith of those he in turn 

had taught: ñHold fast to the traditions you have received, whether by word 

of mouth or by our writingò (II Thessalonians 2:15). Christianity is not a 

buffet; we canôt just pick and choose what we want and reject what we 

donôt. Itôs a package deal, so to speak: either we have it all, or we have 

nothing. Jesus tells us clearly that ñNo one can serve two mastersò (Matthew 

6:24), and that ñYou are either with me or against meò (Luke 11:23). 

Pope John XXIII didnôt convoke the Second Vatican Council to 

change anything. The need to change and what to change is indicated both  
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by circumstances and by what can be changed. The stated reason Blessed Pope John did convoke it was reaffirm 

the Churchôs teaching, to make the Gospel of Jesus Christ, the message of the Church more clearly understandable 

to the people in the world of our time. 

This is where being a Catholic Christian in name and indeed comes into the picture. True Ecumenism 

doesnôt mean creating some sort of amalgam or confederation of different churches each believing, professing, 

teaching different things, a mere parody of real unity. Its purpose is to make the fullness of our Catholic and Apos-

tolic Faith, the fullness of what the Lord taught and endowed his Church with, and that we have the grace and 

privilege to profess, more easily accessible and acceptable for what it really is to those others who sincerely want 

to follow the Lord Jesus and who call upon his name as we do. The fullness of unity in faith, life, and worship 

among Christians, therefore, is more than just a worthwhile goal. It is, in a very real sense, the hinge pin on which 

our message and witness as Christians in this world depends: ñThat they may be one, Father, as you are in me and 

I in you, that they also may be one in us, so that the world may believe that you have sent meò (John 17:21). After 

all, if we canôt make a convincing case for other Christians, those who are already believers, how can we possibly 

expect to make the case for faith to those who do not? 

This leads me to want to share with you some thoughts on what ñchurchò means. That will be the subject 

of next weekendôs article.
