FAITH AND LIFE ï CATHOLIC FAITH AND CATHOLIC LIFE 

 I grew up in a family where faith ï religion if you will, but religion that 

had a real bearing on real life ï held sway. God was real in our family. God was 

not a neglected, embarrassing, much less a forbidden subject in our home. No, 

we didnôt talk about religious topics whenever we gathered at the supper table, 

but when issues came up that had a moral element or a faith dimension we didnôt 

shy away from it or skirt the issue, but faced it head on, and did so in the light of 

right and wrong, good and sin, faith and virtue. 

We prayed daily at meals, always thanking God for what we were about 

to eat. We prayed the Rosary every night before going to bed, thanking God for 

the blessings and challenges of the day just ending, asking forgiveness and guid-

ance for tomorrow. We were taken to Confession on a regular basis to remember 

that God alone forgives sins, and only forgives when we sinners care enough to 

ask it. This practice in turn helped us to learn to be forgiving at home, at school, 

with friends, and later on, in life. We wouldnôt even think of missing Mass on 

Sundays or Holy Days of Obligation, unless we were sick; God always came 

first, no matter what. That became the bedrock and guiding principle of our en-

tire lives as children, and has carried over into the adult lives of each of us. Fast-

ing and abstinence during Lent and on Fridays were taken seriously, and for the 

right reasons: itôs a real way to make my sins real and to make up for them in a 

real way, one that touches my own life, as it recalls and honors the Passion and 

Death of our loving Savior, making that real, too ï it was the very least we could 

do. 

My parents would help us understand how to apply our faith in this 

world. We would get a periodic commentary on the latest world or national 

events from the perspective of our Catholic Faith. The authentic purpose and fo-

cus of life ï all life, everyoneôs life ï was routinely pointed out to us when we 

naturally tended to lose perspective, as children often do: wanting this, jealous of 

that, etc. We would periodically get questioned about our catechism lesson, too. 

After, all, we were helped to understand that it was fundamentally important that 

we actually know clearly what our Catholic Faith was all about, and who this 

God in whom we professed belief really was. Briefly, then, faith was made a real 

part of our life, and because of that, God was real and a part of our life. 

My mother recently found at her door a flier from the neighborhood Bap-

tist church. This is the same one with which I and my neighborhood friends ï 

Catholic, Lutheran, Episcopalian, and the one Baptist ï and really the entire 

neighborhood, used to be on such good terms. It was a relationship based on a 

true, personal faith of each one that expressed itself first of all in mutual respect 

inspired by that same personal faith of each one of us. That fact explains in good 

part why I have always been so open to the ecumenical movement. 
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There is an unfortunate change, however, that has taken place in the direction of this neighborhood church 

over the past few years. The flier my mother found on her door began with an article by one more former Catholic. 

His issue was, of course, that he couldnôt find God in the Catholic household in which he grew up. This, then, has 

led him to rejection of the whole Catholic Church for being at fault for not leading him to a living faith in God and 

in Jesus Christ. Not that he and so many other former Catholics couldnôt, but the fact of the matter is that they did-

nôt find God to be real in their Catholic households, and therefore they associate either God or his Church as 

equally unreal or irrelevant. My contention with this fellow is that he actually could have if he had taken the per-

sonal initiative to look on his own. Once an adult, he could also have taken a more responsible approach to his de-

fective faith formation by looking closer to home for what he felt he missed and thinks that he has found else-

where, rather than blaming his family or the Church itself ï throwing out the baby with the bath water. After all, 

itôs not rocket science to be able to see where it was that the churches that all started within the last five hundred 

years of Christianityôs 2000 + yearsô history got what they have, but, then, those are questions for another time. 

My point is that we ourselves are very possibly the ones who need to shoulder at least part of the blame 

when the children in our care turn their backs as adults on their Catholic Faith, or find the whole ñGod thingò bor-

ing and without importance in their lives. If the faith of us adults, parents in particular, isnôt lived, I mean really 

lived personally and deeply, authentically and connected to reality outside the four walls of a church building, itôs 

simply not real, itôs dead, and whatôs dead does not and cannot pass on life. As a priest and as a pastor, I need to 

be in a childôs world, but I canôt, and donôt need to be in their lives. Thatôs the role of their parents, one that either 

makes God real through their own lives, or denies altogether Godôs importance and that of his Church and the 

means of grace, one day and one decision at a time.

 ñ20. The Synod Fathers rightly stated that a love for the Eucharist leads to a growing appreciation of the 

sacrament of Reconciliation. Given the connection between these sacraments, an authentic catechesis on the 

meaning of the Eucharist must include the call to pursue the path of penance (cf. I Cor 11:27-29).We know that 

the faithful are surrounded by a culture that tends to eliminate the sense of sin and to promote a superficial ap-

proach that overlooks the need to be in a state of grace in order to approach sacramental communion worthily. The 

loss of a consciousness of sin always entails a certain superficiality in the understanding of Godôs love. Bringing 

out the elements within the Rite of Mass that express consciousness of personal sin and, at the same time, of 

Godôs mercy, can prove most helpful to the faithful. Furthermore, the relationship between the Eucharist and the 

sacrament of Reconciliation reminds us that sin is never a purely individual affair; it always damages the ecclesial 

communion that we have entered through Baptism. For this reason, Reconciliation, as the Fathers of the Church 

would say, is laboriosus quidam baptismus [transl.: a kind of strenuous baptism]; they thus emphasized that the 

outcome of the process of conversion is also the restoration of full ecclesial communion, expressed in a return to 

the Eucharist.ò
