THE YEAR FOR PRIESTS, AND THE SACRAMENTAL LIFE OF CHRISTIANS, 

Part 5 

 In this Year for Priests that our Holy Father has given to the Church, I 

thought it would be a good idea to tie in that theme with a brief exposé on the Sac-

raments as they relate to our Catholic Christian life. We need often personally to 

go back to the roots of our own faith and faith-life, as well as to their origins in the 

Apostolic Teaching that we claim as their source. Beginning at the beginning, then, 

directs us first of all to the Sacraments, the origin and individual wellsprings of 

our life together in Christ. Todayôs is the fifth in a seven-part series on the role of 

the ordained, ministerial priest in the broader sacramental life of the Church, and 

the priestôs role in relationship to each of the seven Sacraments in the life of the 

individual Catholic. 

THE SACRAMENT OF CHRISTIAN MARRIAGE 

 The marriage of baptized Christians is one of the seven sources of grace 

for Christian life that we call Sacraments. Marriage is the universal vocation of 

every human person, and so it follows that in the redemptive work of restoring hu-

man nature through Jesus Christ God would sanctify this state for his people, mak-

ing it the way of realizing their salvation. The love of Christ for his Church and of 

the Church, his Bride for her Lord (see Ephesians 5:25-33; Revelation 21:2-3; 9-

10) is to be the pattern for the marriage of Christians, their inspiration and source 

of love for each other, their path to personal and mutual holiness (see I Corinthians 

7:14-16), and their witness to the rest of the Church and to the world of Godôs 

love. 

 The oneness that a couple becomes on their wedding day is both the goal 

and the plan for the rest of their married life; they will daily and gradually become 

throughout the course of their life together that oneness that they sealed and cele-

brated on their wedding day. The wedding is celebrated for the day; marriage is the 

work and the celebration of a lifetime. 

 Since grace builds on nature, there exists a parallel between the natural 

gifts and virtues and the supernatural or spiritual ones proper to the married life. 

For example, in the raising of children, one of the reasons that conjugal life in mu-

tual and unbreakable commitment exists even on the natural level, there is required 

a natural maturity that can take on and fulfill the parental responsibilities of nurtur-

ing the natural and social life of a young human being, such as the ability of setting 

self aside to care for their needs, patience with the time, behavior, and learning 

curve of each child needed to instill in them the understanding that they will need 

to grow into well-adjusted, healthy members of the human family. In the same 

way, the nurturing of the spiritual life, the life of grace planted in the soul of their 

child ï they are now also foster parents of Godôs child through Baptism ï requires  
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of the parents a similar level of spiritual maturity: a well-grounded and developed faith, a cultivated prayer-life, an under-

standing of the eternal and spiritual truths that guide our lives back to God, exemplifying in their own lives what they want 

to teach their children, the values and spiritual patterns of thought and behavior that will help them in their turns to grow into 

healthy, conscientious, and authentic Christians. 

 The Ministerial Priesthood is the closer, visible pattern of that love between Christ and his Bride the Church. As 

such, it is also a visible pattern for Christian married life. Christ gave himself entirely to this one spouse and for her sake (see 

Ephesians 5:25-27), just as the ordained priest, freely and willingly forsaking the natural vocation to marriage (see Matthew 

19:11-12), gives himself, in Christ, to that same one spouse, to love and to serve her, to look after and provide for her from 

what the Lord Jesus himself has provided. The priest thus becomes the spiritual father ï again, in Christ (see I Corinthians 

4:15) ï for Godôs people on their pilgrim journey through this life. But, since the Church is also Bride of Christ and mother 

of the new generation of Godôs children (see John 1:12-13; Galatians 3:6-9), the priest also represents the loving, merciful, 

nurturing heart of that Bride for all her children, by exemplifying by his life and extending through his ministry (see I Timo-

thy 4:12-16) the care, concern and unconditional love of our spiritual and heavenly mother (see Galatians 4:26).

 ñ26. Since the nineteenth century, an objection has been raised to the Churchôs charitable activity, subsequently de-

veloped with particular insistence by Marxism: the poor, it is claimed, do not need charity but justice. Works of charity ï 

almsgiving ï are in effect a way for the rich to shirk their obligation to work for justice and a means of soothing their con-

sciences, while preserving their own status and robbing the poor of their rights. Instead, of contributing through individual 

works of charity to maintaining the status quo, we need to build a just social order in which all receive their share of the 

worldôs goods, and no longer have to depend on charity. There is admittedly some truth to this argument, but also much that 

is mistaken. It is true that the pursuit of justice  must be a fundamental norm of the State and that the aim of a just social or-

der is to guarantee to each person, according to the principle of subsidiarity, his share of the communityôs goods. This has 

always been emphasized by Christian teaching on the State and by the Churchôs social doctrine. Historically, the issue of the 

just ordering of the collectivity had taken a new dimension with the industrialization of society in the nineteenth century. 

The rise of modern industry caused the old social structures to collapse, while the growth of a class of salaried workers pro-

voked radical changes in the fabric of society. The relationship between capital and labor now became the decisive issue ï an 

issue which in that form was previously unknown. Capital and the means of production were now the new source of power, 

concentrated in the hands of a few, led to the suppression of the rights of the working classes, against which they had to re-

bel. 

 ñ27. é. Faced with new situations and issues, Catholic social teaching thus gradually developed, and has now found 

a comprehensive presentation in the Compendium of the Social Doctrine of the Church published in 2004 by the Pontifical 

Council Iustitia et Pax. Marxism had seen world revolution and its preliminaries as the panacea for the social problem: revo-

lution and the subsequent collectivization of the means of production, so it was claimed, would immediately change things 

for the better. This illusion has vanished. In todayôs complex situation, not least because of the growth of a globalized econ-

omy, the Churchôs social doctrine has become a set of fundamental guidelines offering approaches that are valid beyond the 

confines of the Church; in the face of ongoing development these guidelines need to be addressed in the context of dialogue 

with all those seriously concerned for humanity and for the world in which we live.ò 

 

Jesus said: ñWhoever hears you, hears meò (Luke 10:16).
